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City of Fife Storm Water Annual Report Presentation Meeting
The City of Fife is implementing a storm water management plan that will guides efforts to further improve the water quality of our community’s storm water discharges. The plan is part of the City’s compliance to federal storm water guidelines under the National Pollution Discharge Elimination System or NPDES.

The public is invited to review and discuss Fife’s Phase II NPDES annual report and management plan.  The annual report was presented to the public and the Fife City Council at special study session to be held at the Fife Council Chambers on March 4th, 2008 from 7-9 PM. The plan will also be available for review online at www.cityoffife.org.

In 1987, Congress amended the Federal Clean Water Act (CWA) to address a growing problem caused by non-point source pollution in storm water discharges. As the name implies, nonpoint source pollution does not come from a single location, but rather from many places and in varying degrees. Research has found that storm water runoff can contain high concentrations of a variety of contaminants including metals, bacteria, sediment, pesticides and herbicides, and oils and grease. Under the NPDES standards in the Clean Water Act, cities and towns are required to develop a comprehensive storm water program designed to help mitigate storm water pollution. The Washington State Department of Ecology administers the program in our state.
